Checking to see if your computer is set up for the new Daylight Savings Time dates:

First we will check to see if Microsoft is set to do “Automatic Updates”

1. With your computer on, click on “Start”, then on “Control Panel”, “Security Center” and then “Automatic Updates”.  If “Automatic Updates” in on, you are all set.

2. If “Automatic Updates” is not on, turn it on now.  Choose any time to update.  If your computer is not on at that time, it will update the next time you turn the computer on.

3. You are all set.  The next update will include the fix for “Daylight Savings Time” and any other “Updates” you have not downloaded.
NOTE: These downloads will not be installed until you shut down your computer.  It is very important that you do not turn off the computer by pressing and holding the “Power Button”.  Wait until the downloads are installed.  This first time could take a long time as Microsoft has been sending lots of updates recently.

HOWEVER, if “Daylight Savings Time” starts tonight, you will want to download the fix now.  Here is how:
1. Go to www.Microsoft.com. 
2. Near the clock, click on “Daylight Savings Time Starts March 11”.

3. On the new screen, select an option.  Click “Next” at the bottom right.

4. Select your “Operating System”.  Click “Next”.

5. Continue like this until finished and you will be up-to-date for the time change tonight.
